  Pascal said ―the heart has its reasons, 

which reason knows nothing of.‖ Dosto-

evski said ―if God is dead, then everything 

is permitted.‖ Pascal wagered on God; 

Dostoevski bet against the Grand Inquisitor. 

Pascal tried to heal the rift between ―the spirit of ge-

ometry‖ (science) and ―the spirit of finesse‖ (faith) 

whereas Dostoevski saw reason and religion as hope-

lessly irreconcilable.  Both writers compel us to   con-

front our identity, the inevitability of death, and the 

meaning of human life.

from Fordham University.  He has taught at the Univer-

sity of San Diego since 1977.  Dr. Rohatyn has given 

lectures each quarter since 2001, most recently on  

Nietzsche and Freud.

  Leonardo da Vinci (1452–1519) was a 

genius in the Renaissance mold: a uomo 

universale—a universal genius—whose 

mind ranged over everything. There was 

nothing that did not interest him, nothing 

that he did not ponder, explore, question 

and confront. His notebooks contain thousands of pages 

revealing his incessant curiosity: the anatomy of the 

human body, internal and external; how we are born 

and grow; the motion of water and the wind; emotions 

and the way they are revealed in facial expressions; de-

formity and perfection; a flying machine; a submarine; 

architecture; civil and military engineering; sculpture, 

painting, drawing and music; he was also known as a 

good lutenist. 

Instructor: Dr. Eugene Marseglia received a two-

year Fulbright fellowship to Italy leading to a Ph.D. 

with distinction from the Johns Hopkins Univer-

sity.  He has taught in Canada, Italy, and at Cambridge 

University for fifteen years, and was elected a life 

member of Pembroke College, Cambridge.

  Mary Cassatt was a fine artist in her favorite 

mediums: oil, pastel, etching, and lithography.  

She excelled in the sympathetic rendering of 

children.  Her work has the intellectualized 

emotion of Degas; the soft contours of Renoir, 

and the flat surface of Monet.  In the nine-

teenth century most Americans found her work too avant

-garde; but today Mary Cassatt is usually considered 

America's foremost woman painter. 

Instructor:  Charlotte Gragg loves art, especially the 

Impressionists.  Earlier this year she gave a program on 

Claude Monet.  She has been fortunate to have traveled 

extensively with her husband, Don, visiting many of the 

world's art galleries.  She studied Art History in college 

and is an amateur artist in a variety of media.
